We will be hosting over 550 athletes from 
Georgia, Mississippi and of course, Tennessee. 
 
The meet format will be different from last year.  We will be running the meet in Modified Capitol Cup, 
meaning, there will be two flights of athletes and they will be warming up and competing on the same piece of 
equipment.  Also, last year the event was held downstairs in Ryman C Exhibition Hall.  This year the event will 
be held upstairs in the Presidential Ballroom and awards will be held downstairs in Ryman B.  We will have 
signs directing you to the meet venue as well as to the awards area. 
 
Due to the Convention Center not allowing any food or drinks to be brought in from outside sources, we will 
not be having coaches/judges hospitality. However, we most definitely want to take care of those who have 
supported us.  With this in mind, we will be giving out Food Vouchers for each coach per session that they have 
athletes entered.  There is a Food Court within the hotel with a variety of restaurants that will be accepting these 
vouchers to ensure that you all have something to eat and drink in between sessions.

Our Awards Area will be separate from our Competition Area so all of our teams and athletes are encouraged to 
stick around and take pictures!!  Level 2 Photography will be offering many different photo packages and will 
be able to have your orders ready for you by the time your athletes are finished with their awards.  “Gym 
Monkeys,” “GK,” and “Gym Treasures” will be selling apparel and merchandise at the venue for our athletes.  
Also, John Macready & John Roethlisberger from FlipFest will be at the venue to promote their summer camp. 
 
There will be an athlete party beginning at 8:00 p.m. - ?? for any athletes and parents that may be interested in 
having a little fun!  We will have a sound system and DJ so the girls can dance the night away!
